A revised Consent Agenda was presented, with three additional items. Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – Our property is scheduled for Phase II of the five-year property appraisal cycle in the Spring of 2019. A representative from Duff & Phelps will be contacting us to schedule the appraisal.
b. Election Certificates and Swearing-In – Jim Levitt was sworn-in and the Certificate of Election was completed for Jim and Tim Behrends.
c. Grant and Program Updates – The workplan has been updated with the new Agreements that we have. The Watershed Based Funding Plan will be finalized soon.
d. WCD Year in Review Handout – A copy of the handout was included in the packet, for reference at Day at the Capitol.
e. 2019 Board Officers and Committee Memberships – An updated list of the Officers and Committee responsibilities was included in the packet.
f. Position Announcement and Interview Updates – An offer has been made for two AIS positions, one of which has accepted at this point. Tony Randazzo will be remaining on staff as the Seasonal BMP Technician, but will be going down to 30 hours per week. There are a couple career fairs coming up, to recruit more of the seasonal positions.
NEW BUSINESS

a. Board Photo – An updated Board photo was taken.
b. 2018 Peterson Audit Proposal and Agreement – We have received the proposal from Peterson Companies for the FY2018 audit. The audit fee will be $3,450. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to approve the Agreement with Peterson Companies. Motion carried.
c. Defensive Driving Training Request – The National Safety Council Defensive Driving Course is recognized for its leading edge curriculum, defensive driving strategies, hazard recognition exercises and learner retention strategies. The 4-hour course provides drivers with the basic defensive driving knowledge and techniques through instruction and hazard recognition scenarios. Each participant will receive a student workbook and completion certificate. The total cost for staff to attend is $700.00. A motion to approve staff attending the Defensive Driving Training was made by Bob Rosenquist. Seconded by Jim Levitt. Motion carried.
d. 2019 AIS Watercraft Inspection Season Update and DNR Delegation Agreement – A summary of the supplemental funding allocation was included in the packet. Also included is the Delegation Agreement with Minnesota Department of Natural Resources, for which approval is requested. A motion to approve entering into the Delegation Agreement was made by Tim Behrends. Seconded by Bob Rosenquist. Motion carried.
e. 2019-2020 MPCA SWAG JPA – The Lower St. Croix Watershed will be included in the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency’s statewide Watershed Monitoring Approach for monitoring surface waters in 2019-20. As part of this, the MPCA has agreed to fund a portion of the WCD’s monitoring in 2019 and 2020 on Big Marine, Square, and Comfort Lake in the amount of $12,379.75 (labor, lab, equipment, mileage). The MPCA will send a joint powers agreement through an online portal called SWIFT for electronic signature. The District Manager is the delegated WCD signer in SWIFT and board approval is needed to authorize the signature. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve the District Manager to sign the surface water assessment agreement with the MPCA in the amount of $12,379.75. Motion carried.
f. Barr Engineering Professional Services Agreement – WCD staff request that the Board enter into a Technical Services Agreement with Barr Engineering. Funding, not to exceed $10,000, will be provided from the FY2016 Clean Water Fund Soluble P! Grant. Barr is proposing to provide assistance with the design of a spent lime filter to reduce phosphorus discharging to Lake St. Croix. The proposed agreement utilizes Barr’s unique experience designing, installing, and monitoring the performance of spent lime filters to guide WCD staff design “first of its kind” agricultural water quality BMP in Washington County. Additionally, technical information provided by Barr Engineering will also be provided to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency to update the practice design guidance in the Minnesota Stormwater Manual. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to enter into a Technical Services Agreement with Barr Engineering not to exceed $10,000 for the design of a spent lime filter at Carpenter Nature Center. Motion carried.
g. FY18 BWSR Capacity Cost-Share Final Payment Request - Kassenborg – WCD allocated $20,000 of the 2018 Capacity funding for a cost share program to restore natural hydrology. This cost share focuses on the conversion of ag, turf, pasture and old field into native prairie vegetation. In August 2018, WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $3,585 for conversion of 1.5 acres of turf to prairie at the Kassenborg residence. The total estimated cost for this project is $6,660 in materials and installation cost. The majority of the project has been installed and invoiced. A final payment of $3,585 to Heidi Kassenborg at 14141 44th St South, Afton MN 55001 is requested. The remaining area to be seeded will be in partnership with the landowner and the Valley Branch Watershed District. A motion was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve a final payment of $3,585 for FY 2018 BWSR Capacity cost share, Contract 18-01 BWSR. The district technical representative (Tara Kline) has reviewed the project and invoice. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
h. Carlson Habitat Plan Agreement – A copy of an Agreement between the Albert W. Carlson Trust and Washington Conservation District was presented to the Board, for the development of a Habitat Management Plan for Afton Creek Preserve. The scope of professional consulting services we detailed in the Agreement, with the cost of services not to exceed $5,000, unless approved by the Trust in writing. The Agreement will be effective for the duration of the services or until June 30th, 2019 unless terminated earlier by either party. The work will commence upon receipt of the signed Agreement, and an estimated schedule was included. A motion to approve the Agreement was made by Bob Rosenquist. Seconded by Diane Blake. Motion carried.
i. BWSR CWF Soluble P! and FY17 MPCA 319 Encumbrance – Carpenter – The WCD Staff requests the encumbrance of up to $32,945.00 under the FY2016 BWSR Soluble P! grant and up to $41,380.00 from the FY2017 MPCA 319 grant. The proposed project would stabilize an eroding waterway and gully, as well as install a two-stage filtration basin that utilizes a spent-lime filter on Carpenter Nature Center property. The total drainage area is approximately 15 acres of agricultural land that drains directly to the St. Croix River and the project would remove an estimated 28.9 lbs. of phosphorus per year. The total engineer estimate for this project is $74,325.00. The Soluble P! grant would cover approximately 45% and the MPCA 319 grant would cover approximately 55%. Any additional costs would be requested as potential match from the SWWD. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to approve an encumbrance of up to $32,945.00 from FY2016 BWSR CWF Soluble P! and up to $41,380.00 from FY2017 MPCA 319. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
