NRCS – There are more EQIP applications funded in Washington County than there have been in the past. Two grazing projects have been approved in the past month. There was an area meeting last week in Oronoco, which was attended by the State Conservationist.
BWSR – A copy of the 2019 legislative summary was printed for the Board to review.

Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – The roofing company has been out a few times to address a leak in the center of the office. Also, there was a false alarm with the security company, due to the back door not being fully latched.
b. Grant and Program Updates – An update was included in the packet.
c. BWSR CWF Soluble P! Grant Action Plan – BWSR has accepted the corrective actions provided in our letter. The suspension of payments on the grant has been removed.
d. Clean Water Partnership Application Update – The grant application has to be sponsored by a local unit of government that has taxing authority. Jay approached the County, which prompted a meeting with the County Administrator, the Assistant County Administrator, the head of Public Health, and the County Attorney. The conversations are continuing.
e. July WCD Board Meeting – Due to Jay’s approved vacation, the July meeting will be held on the 10th, but another staff member will facilitate.
NEW BUSINESS

a. 2019 IT Planning – A 2019 IT Planning report was included in the packet.
b. Education Reimbursement Request – Mike Isensee is pursuing a Masters of Public Administration degree at Metropolitan State University. Mike has successfully completed a 4 credit class PADM 600 Public Administration Foundations with a grade of an A in the spring semester of 2019. The total cost of class was $2,184.60. Mike is requesting 50% reimbursement of $1,092.30. A motion to approve the tuition reimbursement was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Bob Rosenquist. Motion carried.
c. Weed Wrench Purchase Request – The WCD has had up to seven weed wrenches to loan out to County residents for buckthorn removal. A few of them are missing, and a couple others have seen better days. There is a company in Canada that offers free shipping, and free welding of our name on the side of the tool. It is being requested that we order two Pullerbear Cub pullers at a cost of $124.99 each, and two Pullerbear Pro pullers at a cost of $159.99 each, for a total of $569.96. A motion to approve the weed wrench purchase was made by Tim Behrends. Seconded by Bob Rosenquist. Motion carried.
d. Spent Lime Treatment Guidance Payment Request – Barr Engineering – Approval is requested to pay an invoice from Barr Engineering for Spent Lime Treatment Guidance, in the amount of $8,636.00. The charges are billable to the Soluble P! Grant. A motion to approve the reimbursement was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends. Motion carried.
e. FY19 BWSR State Cost Share as TA – As we have done in previous years, it is requested to use the State Cost Share as Technical Assistance. Jim Levitt made a motion to approve the request. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried.
f. FY16 and FY18 BWSR Capacity Grant Clarification - Lee – WCD allocated $15,275 of the 2016 Capacity funding and $20,000 of the 2018 Capacity funding for a cost share program to restore natural hydrology. This cost share focuses on the conversion of ag, turf, pasture and old field into native prairie vegetation. The WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $4,250 for conversion of 1 acres of pasture to prairie at the Lee residence, 19703 Olinda Trail N in Marine on St. Croix, MN. The total installation cost of this project was $4,810 in materials and installation cost. The remainder of the installation and maintenance costs was requested from the CMSCWD. In Dec, WCD staff requested a final payment of $4,250 for Dan Lee, 19703 Olinda Trail N in Marine on St Croix, MN. To clarify the encumbrance and final payment, $2,573.75 of the $4,250 was from the FY2016 Capacity cost share and $1,676.25 of the $4,250 was from the FY2018 Capacity cost share. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve the clarification of the FY 2016/2018 BWSR Capacity cost share, Contract 16-04 BWSR and 18-02 BWSR. The district technical representative (Tara Kelly) has reviewed the contracts. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
g. FY19 BWSR WBF – Lubke Encumbrance – In 2019 WCD received a BWSR 2019 Watershed Based Funding Metro grant. Under this grant, the WCD allocated $30,000 to fund rural nonstructural practice incentives and $30,000 to fund rural structural practice cost-share.  The goal of this funding is to install best management practices to reduce phosphorus in areas that are targeted and prioritized. WCD Staff requests the encumbrance of up to $4,020 for installation of a 4 acre prairie filter strip project on formerly row crops at 10929 Scandia Tr N on an areas that is subject to the buffer law. The project would remove an estimated 4 lbs. of phosphorus per year from entering the public waters on the property. The total estimated cost for this project is $5,360 in materials and installation cost. The Watershed Based Funding grant would cover up to $4,020 or 75% of the total project costs. The remainder would be match from the landowner. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, as chair of the Cost Share Committee, to approve an encumbrance of $4,020 for contract 19-01 BWSR Watershed Based Metro Funding. The district technical representative (Tara Kelly) has performed a site inspection, survey, designed the concept and cost estimate. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
h. FY17 MPCA 319 – Carpenter – Increased Encumbrance Request – The WCD approved the encumbrance of up to $32,945.00 from the FY2016 BWSR Soluble P! Grant and up to $41,380.00 from the FY2017 MPCA 319 grant based on a total engineer estimate of $74,325.00 at the February 12, 2019 Board Meeting. The proposed project will stabilize an eroding waterway and install a two-stage filtration basin that utilizes a spent-lime filter on Carpenter Nature Center property. The total drainage area is 14 acres of agricultural and large lot residential land that drains directly to the St. Croix River and the project would remove an estimated 23.1 lbs. of phosphorus and 10.3 tons of sediment per year. Design is completed and contractor bids have been received. Based on the contractor bid of $104,783.50, staff is requesting an additional encumbrance of up to $23,013.84 from the FY2017 MPCA 319 grant. This brings the total approved encumbrance for FY2016 Soluble P! and FY2017 MPCA 319 to a new total encumbrance of $97,338.84. South Washington Watershed District is considering providing $12,683.84 of additional funding for the project. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Tim Behrends, to approve an additional encumbrance of up to $23,013.84 for a total of $64,393.84 from FY2017 MPCA 319. Motion also authorized a construction contingency amount not to exceed 5% or $5,239.18 for the construction of the Carpenter Nature Center Trailside Lodge Biofiltration and Spent Lime Filter. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
i. FY16 SCRA Native Perennials Final Payment Requests – Schaffer and Marthaler
a. In 2016, WCD received a grant from the St Croix River Association to convert agricultural lands and managed turf areas to prairie to reduce phosphorus loading to the St Croix River. WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $10,000 for conversion of up to 6 acres of ag to prairie at the Schaffer property in Denmark Township, MN. This ag field drains directly to the St Croix River. The total estimated cost for this project was $18,000 in materials and installation cost. Actual costs are $11,656.80. Staff is requesting a final payment in the amount of $3,931.20 for the Schaffer LLP at 8033 Quadrant Ave S, Hastings, MN55077. The remaining will be contributed from funding from the South Washington Watershed District. This project would reduce phosphorus loading by up to 2.5 lb to the St.Croix River. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to approve final payment of $3,931.20 for FY 2016 SCRA Native Perennial Establishment for Water Quality, Contract 16-09 SCRA. The district technical representative (Tara Kelly) has reviewed the concept plans, and cost estimate. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
b. In 2016, WCD received a grant from the St Croix River Association to convert agricultural lands and managed turf areas to prairie to reduce phosphorus loading to the St Croix River. The WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $1,750.50 for conversion of up to 12 acres of ag to prairie at the Marthaler property in Afton, MN. This ag field drains directly to the south branch of Valley Creek. The total estimated cost for this project is $7,560 in materials and installation cost. The SCRA grant can cover up to 75% of total project costs. The remaining will be contributed from funding from the Valley Branch Watershed District and the Department of Natural Resources. This project would reduce phosphorus loading by up to 5.1 lb to Valley Branch and the St.Croix River. WCD is requesting a final payment of $1,750.50 for Jason Marthaler, 11318 Sundance Way, Woodbury, MN 55129. A motion was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve a final payment of $1,750.50 for FY2016 SCRA Native Perennial Establishment for Water Quality, Contract 16-10 SCRA. The district technical representative (Tara Kelly) has reviewed the concept plans, and cost estimate. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
j. FY16 SCRA Oak Glen Golf Course Encumbrance and Final Payment – In 2016, WCD received a grant from the St Croix River Association to convert agricultural lands and managed turf areas to prairie to reduce phosphorus loading to the St Croix River. In March of 2018, WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $13,474 for conversion of 2.7 acres of turf to prairie at the Oak Glen Golf Course in Stillwater, MN. This complex drains to Brown’s Creek. The total estimated cost for this project was $28,574 in materials and installation cost. The actual cost was $36,523.80. This project would reduce phosphorus loading by 10.28 lb to the St. Croix River. This spring, areas of the planting have washed out due to large rain events and slow germination. WCD requests an additional encumbrance up to $2,116.42 and the approval of final payment in the amount of $2,116.42 for Oak Glen Golf Course, c/o Partick Renner, 1599 McKusick Rd N, Stillwater, MN 55082. The additional funds will be used to repair the erosion and to reseed areas that do not have sufficient germination. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve an additional encumbrance and final payment of $2,116.42 for FY2016 SCRA Native Perennial Establishment for Water Quality, Contract 16-08 SCRA. The district technical representative (Bryan Pynn) has performed a final inspection. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
k. FY16 SCRA St Croix Bluffs Final Payment - In 2016, WCD received a grant from the St Croix River Association to convert agricultural lands and managed turf areas to prairie to reduce phosphorus loading to the St Croix River. The WCD Staff requested the encumbrance of up to $17,781 for conversion of up to 4.5 acres of turf to prairie and 4 acres of ag to prairie at St Croix Bluffs Regional Park in Hastings, MN. This park draings directly to the St Croix River. This project would reduce phosphorus loading by yp to 3 lb to the St. Croix River. The total estimated cost for this project is $25,000 in materials and installation cost. WCD staff requests a final payment of $2,202.38 to Washington County Public Works Dept, 11660 Myeron Rd N, Stillwater, MN 55082. A motion was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve a final payment of $2,202.38 for FY2016 SCRA Native Perennial Establishment for Water Quality, Contract 16-05 SCRA. The district technical representative (Tara Kelly) has performed a site inspection, reviewed the concept plans, and cost estimate. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
