Old Business

a. COVID-19 Update – Staff are still allowed to work remotely, and are practicing social distancing while in the office.
b. Building Operations and Vehicles – 
c. Roofing Proposal – We have not received the proposal for a new roof yet. It will be forwarded to the Board when it is received.
d. 1W1P, NRSF, Grant, and Program Updates – The 1W1P process is moving forward. The public hearing was held for 1W1P, and it will be going into the 90-day review after the July meeting. Diane requested approval for the final plan to go into that review. Tim Behrends made a motion to approve the request. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried. There have been several meetings regarding Metro Watershed Based Funding. The convening group for the Lower St. Croix did recommend utilizing the metro funds on a basin scale, and the policy committee agreed to that approach. On the Mississippi side, the next meeting is in two weeks.
NEW BUSINESS

a. 2021 County Budget Requests – Based on the conversations regarding the Financial Analysis, and our budget needs, Jay is recommending that we submit a formal budget request to the Washington County Board of Commissioners with an increase of $50,000 per year for the Core Services Agreement, and also a Capital Improvement budget item for the roof replacement. A motion to approve submitting the request for those budget items was made by Diane Blake, seconded by Jim Levitt. Motion carried.
b. CARES Act Relief Funds – MASWCD has been talking to the state about SWCDs getting access to the CARES Act funds. Jay thinks we should submit a formal request to the County to receive a portion of the funds that they are allocated. At this point, we have lost $25,000-30,000 in revenues. That figure may increase if school is not back in session normally this fall. Jim Levitt made a motion to approve requesting $30,000 from the County at this time, leaving it open to possibly requesting more later in the year. Tim Behrends seconded the motion. Motion carried.
c. Digital Board Packets and Tablets for WCD Board Members – If meetings are a combination of in-person and virtual, everyone will need a computer with a microphone. Jay requested that tablets be provided for all board members, and the packets be sent electronically. After discussion, this item will be tabled until next month, to see how things change with COVID.
d. FY17 Master Water Steward Grant Reimbursement Request – Kelly - Last fall, the WCD board approved encumbrance of up to $8500 of our remaining MWS grant funds for five capstone projects. Pam Kelly of Valley Branch Watershed District has completed her raingarden and is requesting final reimbursement payment in the amount of $519.23. All receipts are accounted for and a copy of the voucher and certification for the project was included in the packet, along with a letter from Ms. Kelly. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to reimburse Pam Kelly from the Master Water Stewards Clean Water grant for installation of her capstone project. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
e. MDA Noxious Weed Grant Award – The WCD has received an allocation of $50,000 for the MDA Noxious Weed Grant.
