Old Business

a. Building Operations, IT and Vehicles – There was a leak around the roof access that has been fixed, and another in the middle of the building that has been temporarily patched. We had our annual fire inspection. We failed because the fire extinguishers haven’t been inspected. The situation has been addressed. A proposal for fire inspection is later in the agenda.
b. 2019 Budget and Workload Planning – The budget for 2019 looks comparable to 2018 at this point.
c. Grant Updates – 1W1P, AIS, Nitrogen Outreach, Weed Management, & MS4 Toolkit, etc – The advisory committees continue to meet for 1W1P. Outreach also continues. The AIS program is winding down for the season.
NEW BUSINESS

a. New WCD Engineer – Rebecca Nestingen will be starting on October 22nd. She comes to us from SEH, and has a strong stormwater design background.
b. 2017 WCD Audit – The draft audit has been received. Some of the numbers are being reviewed, before it is sent to the State Auditor. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve the 2017 Audit, as presented. Diane Blake seconded the motion. If during the follow-up with Peterson Companies there are changes to be made, they will be presented to the Budget Committee. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve changes being approved by the Budget Committee. Diane Blake seconded the motion. Motion carried.
c. FY19 Noxious Weed Grant Application – The WCD Staff and partners are planning to apply for funding for the Noxious Weed and Invasive Plant Grant through the Minnesota Department of Agriculture grant program, for a total of $20,000, with a $5,000 match from the County Technical Services Agreement. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by John Rheinberger, to approve using WCD staff resources to apply for FY2019 MDA, Noxious Weed and Invasive Plant Grant as outlined. Up to 25% Match provided from County Technical Services agreement. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
d. 2019 WCD Health Insurance – Jay and Shari will be meeting with Bearance next week to discuss insurance options for 2019.
e. Fire Protection Inspection Agreement – A proposal is included for 5-year inspections for the fire suppression system. The total cost is $865.00. A motion to approve the proposal was made by Bob Rosenquist. Seconded by Jim Levitt. Motion carried.
f. NACD Membership – We have received a membership request from National Association of Conservation Districts. Many of the metro SWCD’s currently belong to NACD. The full membership obligation is $775.00. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve the Gold Level Membership, at a cost of $775.00. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried.
g. FY16 BWSR CWF Soluble P! Grant Partial Payment – Behrends – The landowner, Tim Behrends, contracted with Outdoor Lab to install an infiltration basin just north of the intersection of St. Croix Trail and 117th St. The total drainage area is 190 acres of agricultural land that drains to the St. Croix River and the project would remove an estimated 70.0 lbs. of phosphorus per year. The district technical representative (Bryan Pynn) has performed a site inspection, reviewed the plans, and invoice and recommends withholding the final 10% payment until the basin vegetation has established and post-construction erosion has been cleaned up by the contractor. The WCD Staff is requesting 2 actions for this project. 1) Encumbrance of an additional $1,850.00 from the Soluble P! Grant to cover soil media overages during the installation and 2) a partial payment to Tim Behrends of $27,014.99 under the FY2016 BWSR Soluble P! grant. This partial payment is for 90% completion of Phase 1 of the entire installation project (the basin portion of the project). Payment will come from both the FY2016 BWSR CWF Soluble P! grant and the FY2018 MPCA 319 grant. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Diane Blake, to approve both the additional encumbrance of $1,850 from the BWSR CWF Soluble P! grant; and a partial payment of $27,014.99. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
